Minutes of the Meeting of Buckden Parish Council held on Monday 10th December at 8.00pm in Buckden Parish Institute.

Minutes of the previous Meeting.

The Minutes of the October Meeting were accepted as a true record. This was proposed by Mr. P. Breen and seconded by Mr. C. Clarke.

No Councillor declared any pecuniary interest in any item on the Agenda when invited. The result of which may have made a difference in the outcome as decisions or recommendations are being made.

Matters arising.

There was a Meeting with Mr. PB, Mr. CC, Mr. PV, & Mr. GS, prior to the Council Meeting. Details of 

this are attached.

PC Mr. C. Clarke & Mr. P. Vetch introduced Mr. Phil. Beadnall from LN Communications to inform     Council their progress with introducing Fast Speed Broadband’ to the area.

These are the details of what Mr. P.B. reported:
Mr. Phil Beadnall from LN Communications was introduced by Mr. C. Clarke and Mr. P. Vetch.

Mr. P.B. said that LN’s function was to introduce superfast broadband using fibre based connections to Buckden and to hamlets further up the Dale including Cray.

Planning permission had been granted for the masts but these, due to their locality would not be mains operated. They would be solar and wind powered. The one in Buckden was working well but the one at Moor End (Kettlewell) had been discovered to be too low. Should any future problems arise  following the roll out to Buckden, these should be rectified within 24 hours.

Mr. P.B. then said it was better if he could answer questions rather than talk about the system.

The first question was ‘if there was snow, would this cause a problem?’

Atmospherics do not affect the service unless it is very still and there was a mist, then there might be problems.

There had been an ingress of water at Greenfield said Mr. C.C. but this was now being sorted out as waterproof boxes were to be installed.

Trees with leaves on would be a problem in providing a service to some properties but LN would rectify the problem by the installation of repeaters to bounce the signal round the problem areas. Mr. Martin Boswell the Technical Director would be in charge of the whole installation and would resolve this problem.

Mr. P.B. thought ‘down-time’ of the system might be 1 day a year. The system does not normally go down, problems are usually resolved by rebooting the system.

Moving from one package to another is not a problem although this very rarely happened. The Basic Package giving 5Mbps is usually sufficient but if televisions (2 or 3) are linked onto the system more power may be necessary.

LN’s response time for problems being resolved was very good. They have thousands of customers and they only receive on average one problem every 14 days.

Mr. P.B. offered free broadband to the Village Institute as there will be parishioners in the Village who do not have computers. The way of the country is going, it is likely that in the future, doctors consultations, tax returns and many other areas will mean availability of ‘on-line access’ will be essential.

Mr. M.B. with Mr. P.V. is to survey the Village. There is an engineer coming to make an installation to a property on December 24th. On this visit, if there is the go ahead from the Village Committee then the connection to the institute can be made.
When installation is made to individual homes, the engineer will also deliver and install the router and ensure the households are happy with the installation. They do not want to make a ‘call-back!’
Mr. P.B. informed us, if everyone up the Dale were on the system, phone calls between those connected would be free if VoiP was used.

The signal going up the Dale would not be a problem and Mr. PB will advise the installation date. The signal to Cray is proving more of a problem but this would be investigated by Mr. MB & Mr. PV when the survey was undertaken.

There were no further queries Mr. P.B. was thanked and left the Meeting.

9.1 It was highlighted that the salt bins above Buckden had not been filled and the gritter wagons 

were not gritting before 7.00am and then only the bends in the roads, not the straights.

There was a problem with access for feed wagons getting to Church Farm, Hubberholme. Mr. J.R. will resolve this problem.

All these roads are classified as Category 2.The need to alter this so they are gritted more effectively to be investigated.
9.2 Mr. C. C. informed that a family had moved to Low Greenfield and the school bus was refusing to collect them. The pregnant children’s mother had to walk to Beckermonds to the bus. There was no point the Sustainability Group ‘selling the benefits’ of Dale life if there were these problems.
9.3 The road to Lower Greenfield was now in a hazardous condition. Ms. H.R. said this had probably been done by Powergrid wagons. She had spoken to the contractors and Murphy’s were going to repair this damage.
