One way of helping with this was the schools working together, for instance, joining together when coaches needed to be hired. A new formula would have to be worked out but there was no ‘hidden agenda,’ the two schools would stay independent of one another but as Grassington wanted to attract as many pupils as possible as did Kettlewell, there could be conflict in the future.

Mrs. Marshall also spoke on ‘Burglary Reduction.’ This initiative utilizes forensic trace technology that has been designed to ease the fear of burglary and forced entry into a home. This has been installed in numerous homes and businesses throughout the UK in targeted addresses in hardened areas and as yet not one of these addresses has suffered a re-offence or unlawful entry. It is called Chain Reaction DNA which sets off a high decibel alarm to alert neighbours and passers by. It also sprays the perpetrators with a unique UV based forensic marker to which the DNA component is registered to a specific door at a specific address. 

The retail cost of Chain Reaction DNA is £99.00 + installation with no annual registration fees or monthly service charges.

Problems with road surfacing was discussed and although Mrs Marshall said there was monies available it was not a bottomless pot but she would talk to Area 5 about the road surface of the road between Buckden and Hubberholme and also the road through Oughtershaw. The road to Greenfield was reported as being in very poor condition and Mrs. Marshall said she would do what she could.

D.C. Mr. J. Roberts reported: 

Nero Coffee House had won their planning enforcement order against CDC thus were opening their establishment with no planning permission sought.
The new Post Office was now open and as no new tenants had been found for the premises at present occupied by Beales, this would become vacant in the autumn.

No. 9 High Street is to be demolished and redeveloped, new car parking behind the Castle is nearly ready.

Space is to be made in the large car park behind the Town Hall for 20 minute short term parking.

Although the Olympic torch had passed through Skipton, no local persons had carried it.  
It was with some relief that the 3rd Battalion of the Yorkshire Regiment is not going to be disbanded, it is of course the Duke of Wellington’s – they have the freedom of Craven District and they are our local Regiment.
Andrew Coley has been elected to YDNP Committee.

Property with section 52 and 106 restrictions on them, Mr. Roberts said he was trying to have these covenants removed as they require the owner to have local work. This makes selling very restrictive and problematical.

Affordable housing is sought, a survey had been carried out in which 16% had been in favour of this, should a recommendation be made on so small a percentage but it was felt to ensure the schools and the environment was maintained, young families had to be attracted to the area.

Skipton Town Hall required £5m to improve and maintain facilities. A Trust would need to be formed to raise this money. They should be able to raise monies from the National Lottery and other funders.

This letter was shared with the whole Council thereby achieving full transparency. This was discussed at length to ensure all Councillors were fully conversant of the application.
