Parish Plans – current status. Clerk, Mr. P. Breen (ref: 7195) & DC Mr. J. Roberts (ref: 7176) This item was discussed and Mr. Breen considered the idea to be a good one. He felt that Parishioners should be circulated with the information to ensure everyone felt included in its writing so they had a chance to express their hopes and fears. He suggested there should be a working and a steering group where the residents, farming and tourism could be represented. It was agreed that the Clerk mail shot all properties in the Parish nearer the date. Ms. Peters said she would help with deliveries.

Mr. Berry on contacting Amanda Kent from Rural Action Yorkshire who was to speak at the Meeting was unable to say she would be able to attend on Tuesday May 15th but would be able to attend on Tuesday June 12th. Following discussion at the Meeting if this was the scenario, it had been decided to have the Electors Meeting on Monday 14th May and the Meeting to discuss the Parish Plan on Tuesday June 12th.

Current position of correspondence with NT properties. As Mr. Schofield was not at the Meeting, this item to be represented to the May Meeting.
4.3 Current position with regard reopening of The Buck Inn. Mr Breen reported that the tenant was awaiting work being carried out on or replacement of the boiler. He was also awaiting a visit from Environmental Health to give advice and inspect the kitchens so food could be prepared there. The rubbish that had been accumulating at the side of the pub had been removed so it was felt a new contract had been put in place with the Council to address this problem. All these factors taken into account it was considered the new tenants had serious intent. The new tenants had attended the Village Quiz Night in the Institute and were applauded, dispelling any fears they may have harboured about the Parishioners being unwelcome. It was not known as yet whether a new contract had been signed for the lease.

Ms. Peters invited Mrs Marshall to give her report.

Mrs Marshall thanked Ms. Peters and informed the Meeting that work by Yorkshire Water was to commence at the end of April. This is to put the new water main up to Oughtershaw.  A request had been received to consider putting in the fibre optic cable for SFB in the same trench. This is being considered.

The road on which wood extracted from Cam could be transported via Gayle and Hawes had had its weight restriction removed. A planning application has been submitted to the National Park for a new short length of road avoiding Gayle and Hawes. However, The application is poorly put together and may take some time before a decision is made.

North Yorkshire County Council had saved £40 million in the year 2011/12 so they were on course to reach their target savings. at the outturn so their finances were looking quite healthy.

Skipton Highways had rearranged their planned work (2012/13) so that work to carry out road repairs at Fleet Moss could be done this Summer. 

A Councillor reported that communication between the Highways Unit in Craven and the one in Richmondshire needed improving as there was no co-ordination for clearing and treating the snow covered roads in the Upper Dale and this should be addressed before next winter. (This referred to the road from Gayle over Fleet Moss)
