YDNPA – Full planning permission sought for internal and external 
alterations to bunk barn, conversion of garage to two holiday flats and change 
of use from café to games room (retrospective). Conversion of barn to holiday 
flat and swimming pool with outdoor eating and recreation area. Installation of 
wind turbine. (ref: 4905) Mrs. Clark expressed concern about the amount of 
traffic that would be using the road outside her farm. This is a shared road but 
problems may arise with the increase in traffic which would have an adverse 
effect on the road surface. 


She was also concerned about the amount of retrospective development of the 
site that had taken place. With this being retrospective, the plans had not been 
available to her or the Council prior to the work being carried out. Clerk to ask
