He informed that phone boxes were subject 
to English Heritage who had determined that 1% of 50,000 K6 phone boxes 
would have preservation orders placed on them. The National Park already had 
111 boxes with preservation orders on 26, this is 23% which is much higher 
than the E.H. target level, therefore there was not much point putting this or 
any other K6 phone boxes forward for consideration.

Mr. McLellan had another list from CDC of phone boxes under threat, the one at 
Oughtershaw and the one in Buckden were not on this list.
