Bus Passes were now being changed to operate after 9.00am. For an outlying area like Buckden permission was being sought to operate them earlier.
Approval for ‘Affordable House Building Sites’ were progressing slowly. There is a site in Grassington which is proving controversial and the National Park were having problems as the 30% grant they get from Defra was being cut.

Netherside School is up for closure next year and there are objections but NYCC planned this some years ago so it unlikely to be stopped which is a shame as they operated in conjunction with Balliol, a school near Sedburgh. NYCC have not put into place any foreseeable usage of the buildings when the school closes which is unfortunate.
