Mr. Schofield welcomed Dr. Newman and asked him to inform the Meeting 
about his with Dr. Cox and Mr. Breen.


Dr. Newman said that Dr. Cox was amazed as to how close Buckden House 
was to the centre of the Village and as to how many properties would be 
affected by the activities at Buckden House. Dr. Cox presented his 
recommendations:


a)
No further ‘party’ type bookings should be made. Linked with the 
negative impact on the local community there may also be licensing issues 
with regard to the consumption of alcohol and the performance of music on 
the premises (still awaiting legal advice).


b)
The centre should be operated as a resource for schools and as a 
training facility for the education community.

c)
Clear guidance should be issued to the leaders of school groups on a 
9.00pm watershed for noise and the need to be aware of the local 
community.


d)
Ways to dampen the noise created by the springboard apparatus at the 
bottom of the garden should be explored and costed.


e)
A 24hour duty contact should be established. This could be arranged 
through the use of mobile phones and changes in staff contracts. There will 
be a cost to this proposal.
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f)
Regular liaison between the centre management and the community 
(possibly through the Parish Council) should be established in order to 
facilitate communication and problem solving).


g)
Centre Management should consult the local community as part of its 
planning and development process, particularly where changes and 
developments may impact on the community or alter the nature of activities 
in the centre. This would probably be best achieved through an arrangement 
with the Parish Council.


Dr. Newman said Dr. Cox was to give him a further report about the running 
of Buckden House, he was asked to supply a copy to the Council.
