County Councillors report.

Ms. Peters invited Mrs. S. Marshall to speak:

Mrs. Marshall reported that she was very distressed that there had been such 
poor co-ordination between the different contractors of gritters and that some 
designated Area 1 roads had been missed. She was also concerned that there 
had been a shortage of supply for subcontractors. It had been pointed out to 
her although she appeared sceptical that different salts were needed at 
different temperatures. Balfor Beaty had been requested to attend a Meeting to 
discus these problems but as there had been a change in management this 
would be fruitless, a County Council would attend instead.

The School Bus had not been able to get to Oughtershaw in the recent heavy 
snow. She said there was difficulty covering the clearance of all school routes in 
the Area. The road to Oughtershaw was not classed as Area 1. 


There was then a general discussion about the poor clearance of the snow 
generally.


Mrs Deadman said that the gritter had been up to Oughtershaw but by the time 
they had got there they had run out of grit so had only been able to use their 
snow plough. Ms. Peters reported that usually there was a pile of salt and sand 
on the lane by the bridge which this year was not there. Clerk to investigate.


Ms. Peters the invited Mr. Roberts to speak. He again reiterated that as had 
been reported in the Craven Herald, the present financial crisis, following the 
auditors report, was nothing to do with the present administration but solely 
the responsibility of the previous one who it appeared had neither goals nor 
limits as to their expenditure. He then went on to say that there was a new 
Chief Executive who he thought highly of, his name is Paul Chevrill.


Brewery Lane and Coach Street were respectively to be made one way. Council 
had hoped to open the new Bus Station with a restrictive service this week but 
it had now been decided to open it fully next week. Ms. Peters asked about the 
number of disabled parking bays adjacent to the bus station. Mr. Roberts could 
not give a specific number but reported there would be an increase on what had 
been there previously. 


There had been a Meeting between the interested parties concerning the future 
of Scargill House. The Bishop of Bradford was now involved so it was felt 
something positive would happen but there was a problem creating en-suite 
bedrooms.
