4.1 Address by Rev. P. Yorkstone about the yew tree in St. Michael’s church yard. 

The Clerk apologised to the Meeting, the tree is a Cyprus tree not a yew tree. It is midway between the church gate and the church door.
Mr. Schofield welcomed the Rev. Yorkstone who thanked the Council for their earlier help with clearing the Church yard.
The Rev. Yorkstone said he had had a report from Richard Watts a Conservation Officer with YDNPA in which it was noted that a Grade II sundial was being obscured and rendering it’s stability by an overhanging tree. Trees were in themselves a sensitive issue and when planted their future growth must be considered. It is not felt by the YDNP nor the Church Council that pruning would solve the problem as it would recur. Their would be a grant available to complete the work and 
Rev. Yorkstone knows of a tree surgeon who would complete the work with care both for the sundial and surrounding headstones. It was pointed out that their would probably be as much root growth as ‘top’ growth which could in time threaten the church’s foundations so remedial work should be carried out as soon as practical. 
The sundial is of interest to an American family whose ancestors could have planted the tree although there is no record of this and Dr. Harrison pointed out that on a 70 year old photo of the church the tree was not there.

It was felt by the Council that it would be best to cut the tree down although the Councillors felt sad but Rev. Yorkstone tried to relieve this sadness by saying another more appropriate tree would be planted, possibly a holly.

Rev. Yorkstone thanked the Council for their time but felt that they should be aware as to what was happening.
