Mr. Schofield invited Mrs Marshall for her report. Mrs. Marshall informed the Meeting there was a great deal of work being carried out to improve the accessibility for high speed internet connectivity. 

There would be a publically funded scheme with the help from Central Government funding; NYnet would also be involved with this. 

Work has been carried out to ascertain the current speeds that residents were experiencing in Buckden, Kettlewell with Starbotton, Coniston with Kilnsey and Threshfield, but there was concern that other more ‘western parishes’ Halton Gill, Litton, Arncliffe, Hawkswick and Bordley had not been included so it was important to include these areas to ensure they also received faster speeds. 

The outcome of the CNY Steering Group was to recommend the CNY Board approves funding subject to:

a) Assessment of financial business model to confirm the viability of the scheme.

b) Further exploration of the need or otherwise to include the ‘western parishes.’

If these matters are in place then recommendation can be made and funding can be recommended.

Mrs. Marshall asked how the introduction of the new Library Van had been received and had been told it was a success but the parishioners from further up the dale were finding it too far to come to use.

Mr. Schofield thanked Mrs. Marshall and invited Mr. Roberts for his report.

Mr. Roberts thanked Mr. Schofield and said that CDC and the YDNP supported the campaign to improve the speeds for internet connection. There was to be a Meeting on Thursday for approval and to seek a time scale for implementation.

There were currently no planning applications before the Planning Committee affecting our area. The Local Development Plan is to seen by the Inspector for approval, however Buckden would not be affected. By its recommendations.
