· The new transport proposals would be determined on January 7th.
Notice would be taken of the recommendations from CDC and Richmondshire. There would be cuts due to economic pressures but it was not felt they would be as great as had been anticipated. One of the buses serving the Upper Dales would be likely to be taken out of the schedule but there were problems with transport serving the pupils attending Upper Wharfedale Schools. 
· TdeF – Upper Wharfedale Councils were to receive a grant.

· Henry Boot had applied for planning permission to build a Sainsbury Supermarket off the Skipton by-pass which could cause access problems. Access would be via the lay-by but is there room in Skipton for any more retail outlets of this nature?
· CDC was considering issuing Councillors with iPods but there were Data protection problems although they were still considered to be more efficient.

· The Town Hall is to be renovated. £200000 had been allocated to help pay for this.

· The Christmas festive lights were erected in Skipton.
