Minutes of Electors Meeting of Buckden Parish Council held on Monday 9th May at 7.00pm in Buckden Parish Institute.

Minutes of the previous Meeting.

2.1
The Minutes of the Annual Electors Meeting from 8th March 2010 were accepted as a true record. This was proposed by Mr. C. Clark and seconded by Mr. G. Schofield.

Mr. Schofield informed the Parishioners present that there was a lot of business to get through so there would be the Electors Meeting first followed by the Council’s May Meeting and at 8.00pm Kettlewell residents had been invited to join the Meeting to hear Mr. Clive Downing from NYNet address the Meeting on the feasibility of increasing broad band speeds to users in the Upper Dale.

Mr. Schofield thanked the Parish Councillors and the two County Councillors, Mrs. S. Marshall and Mr. J. Roberts for their support through the year.

The Council had carried out varied tasks through the year, was now trying to increase internet speeds to benefit businesses and also to eliminate times when internet speeds were so reduced if not evident due to pressure of usage.

 Parishioners had enjoyed being entertained on an occasion at Buckden House, the Clerk informed there was another in the planning stages.

Land Letting. Ms. A. Peters agreed to support the Council by leasing the land for £13.

Matters arising.
4.1 Solar panels on Buckden Barn. copy of letter from Mr. Gary Schofield to YDNPA. (ref: 6614)

This is a problem that has arisen in the Village as erection of solar panels do not require planning permission as it is considered to be a very good source of renewable energy. Therefore YDNPA do not object to these being erected. 
It is felt however that reservations should be made as Buckden was a ‘Conservation Area and although this was classed as ‘permitted development’ care had to be taken so as not to allow development that would jeopardise the aesthetic appearance of a ‘Dales Village.’

To be able to have some knowledge of ‘potential’ home owners putting up solar panels YDNPA would notify Council if a Section 9 Order was in force. 

Mr. Schofield said he would make the request to YDNPA to enact this.

9. Any other business.
9.1     Placement of the dog waste bin on National trust land adjacent to the foot path near the bridge where children play. Partly due to the offensive smells caused by the lack of emptying of the bin, complaints have been made by villagers on health and aesthetic grounds. The NT warden had not been consulted prior to its erection and the post was going to be used for erecting notices for the Trust. The Clerk was asked to organise its removal.

A Parishioner had raised the problem of people camping by the roadside at Deepdale and Beckermonds. Mr.JR said that the 28 day rule applies and there is nothing the authorities can do. It was then pointed out that the male and female campers were urinating on the grass verge but as there was no photographic evidence, again nothing could be done.
Mr. Schofield then introduced Mr. Clive Denning from NYnet.
Mr. Downing said NYnet were looking for a solution that involved bringing fibre cable out of Grassington exchange to the Primary School at Grassington, the beaming it to a mast on Cracoe Fell below the Obelisk. This would get the enhanced signal into Kettlewell and also allow Grassington, Thresfield, Long Ashes, Conistone and Kilnsey to receive it.

They would the put a second mast somewhere either at Moor End Farm above Kettlewell or on the ridge near to it which would then get a signal to Starbotton and Buckden. 

They had not looked as yet of getting the signal further up the Dale but this was in hand.
NYnet have asked BT for a quote to take fibre to the school in Grassington but they need to speak to the landowners for the two mast sites and also how to get power to them
