Mr. Schofield invited Mr. Roberts to present his report.

CC Mr. Roberts reported that the planning application for the alterations to Scargill House had been approved with no conditions as there were so many considerations. An important consideration would be the the Sports Hall had not to be let out as this would be in competition with other local facilities. There was also going to be a request that contractors employed on the work be local craftsmen.
Access at the moment is a problem as Tom Tom a sat nav facility directs traffic coming from Skipton to approach via Coniston. They are going to be asked to alter this so traffic approaches via Kettlewell. There are to be no alterations to the Kettlewell/Scargill House with regard widening however the gates at the entrance to Scargill House are to be moved back to allow easier access for larger vehicles.

Mr. Roberts reported that there was a problem with the governance of the National Park as 4 members are not elected members and the question is, is this democratic or not? Another problem is that none of the Defra members are farmers so are there problems being addressed? Defra is to be asked to change this

The National Park staffing is to be reduced due the current economic problems but hopefully this will not mean a reduction in the number of Rangers.

The planning application for the change of use of the buildings behind the Town Hall has been refused. The Council also own the bowling green behind the Town Hall so there possible plans to create more car parking spaces here if the Bowling Club will agree to relocate. The Council is looking to the North West Heritage trust to take over the running of the Town Hall. This would involve moving the Museum downstairs and letting the main hall at a higher rent.
The old toilets in Kettlewell are being knocked down where an ice cream kiosk will be built.

The Garage in Kettlewell is now officially for sale and although there is talk of the possibility of ‘change of use’ this is unlikely as the Garage serves a facility for the community.
