Councillors Report.

Mr. Schofield invited Mr. Roberts to make his report.


Mr. Roberts reported that CDC had appointed a Tour de France Officer, Mrs. Sharon Hudson.
The B6160 is to be microtarmaced, rendering a very smooth finish. Councillors enquired if monies were going to be freed up here, would this help to offset the costs of other road repairs in the Parish?

Money is to be made available from ‘Welcome Yorkshire.’ This could be used for any purpose the Council determined. A suggestion was the possibility of erecting scaffolding on the green to give seating for spectators.

The Council were concerned about the reduction of parking bays in Skipton. This was particularly noticeable with the reduction of disabled parking. Coach St. was flooding in heavy rain which was also causing problems.
Skipton Town Hall was hopefully going to be taken over by a Trust. Care must be taken to ensure safe keeping of Shakespeare’s Folio dated 1632, which is hand written with a value of £600-700,00. There is also the Roe Buck collection valued about £1.5 million these items must also be secured.
Planning permission had been granted for the Nicholas Smith Garage is to be redeveloped as a Farm Store.

Gritting was a problem in Kettlewell, Starbotton & Buckden as the B6160 was classified as a category 3 road so it was not very high on the list of priorities. Some rubbish had not been collected for 4 weeks as the waste disposal wagons were unable to access properties and this should be improved on.
There is a before the YDNP Planning Committee an application for the extraction of timber from Cam Wood via Gearstones using Cam High Road rather than the route via Fleet Moss, Gayle and Hawes. (this application has
