At present there is a temporary leader at CDC but a new leader is being sought.


There is talk of  a ‘Betty’s Café’ opening in Skipton but it is felt Council would 
look more favourably on a Starbucks opening as this is somewhere youngsters 
in the town could ‘hang out.’


With Scargill House being closed and being put on the market for £2.5 million, 
when asked what was likely to happen to the site, Mr. Roberts said there was a 
problem with the chapel being a listed building. There was talk of the site being 
developed as ‘affordable housing’ or another suggestion had been that the 
DeVere group buy it, create a nine hole golf course and luxury hotel but as 
roads are narrow, this was likely to be refused but it was felt that the site did 
not want to become one like Linton Camp.
