Neither Councillor was present but CC Mr J Roberts had emailed a communication that was read out:

I will be at a crucial meeting of the Overview and Scrutiny Committee considering Waste Collection and the various options available to the council. Please tell the Councillors that the fortnightly collection is still an option and the removal of weekly collections is not a done deal. Of course cost is a consideration but it is not the most important. We are getting towards the end of landfill as the Site is very nearly full and we need to recycle more.
There is a consultation paper from CDC concerning Parish and Council election and it is for the Parish Council to give their views. I have to say that I am against the proposals for change and am in favour of the status quo, for many reasons.

The new Management Structure of CDC has been agreed by the Council and will be put into operation. All told there will be an annual saving of some £170,000 per year. One of the Strategic Directors has already left CDC.

We are now considering the future of Granville Street, 9 High Street Skipton, the Town Hall and Horse Close.

National Park

I understand that Buckden Public Toilets will be refurbished in October.

The Authority has recently considered a proposal to impose a speed restriction over the roads of the Park. There were three options one putting a blanket speed limit of 50mph over all roads in the Park. I have to tell you that I voted to maintain the present status quo – for many reasons. The status quo won the day.
