Minutes of the Meeting of Buckden Parish Council held on Monday 12th March at 8.00pm in Buckden Parish Institute.

Minutes of the previous Meeting.

The Minutes of the February Meeting were accepted as a true record. This was proposed by Mr. C. Clarke and seconded by Mr. P. Breen.

Declaration of Interests.

No Councillor declared any pecuniary or personal interest in any item on the Agenda when invited. The result of which may have made a difference in the outcome as decisions or recommendations are being made.

Matters arising.
4.1 Report on Village plans, Community plans and Neighbourhood plans. Clerk. (ref: 7095, 71290)
Mr. Berry reported that there had been a problem differentiating between a Community Plan and a Neighbourhood Plan. Harriet Steventon who had originally arranged to speak at the Electors Meeting in May had withdrawn but it was now arranged for Amanda Kent, Community Involvement Officer, Rural Action Yorkshire, to speak.
It was decided that Buckden should pursue the ‘Parish Plan’ route and both CC Mrs. S. Marshall and DC Mr. J. Roberts are to forward details to Mr. Berry. New article to be written for inclusion in the May Link by Mr. Berry.
4.2 Road flooding problems and repairs. (ref: 7147, 7100B, 7101) this item was discussed and details noted. Council were informed by CC Mrs S. Marshall that CDC had no money to pay for any road repairs so she advised forwarding our list to Area 5 on April 1st.
4.3 NYCC – Supermobile library visits to Buckden, cancellation. (ref: 7078, 7102) – Notice displayed.
4.4 Kettlewell Village Hall account and response. (ref: 7076, 7096) – This item has been dealt with by DC Mr. J. Roberts.
4.5 Email – Peter Vetch informing prototype site for ‘new’ website available to view. (ref: 7090) – noted.

4.6 Email – Peter Vetch – Draft letter re: NT properties. (ref: 7091) – Draft taken by Mr. Schofield which will then be sent to NT, Goddards, York.
4.7 Email – Peter Breen – situation at The Buck Inn. (ref: 7098) – Mr. Breen reported that Mr. P. Vetch had made contact with Motcolme Estates, who have been delegated by the freeholder to deal with the repairs of the pub. They have awarded the contract to Thornborrow & Mudd who will commence work in June. Mr. Vetch has been unable to contact anyone who he can discuss the business aspect of the Buck Inn. It was noted that quite a large amount of rubbish was accumulating at the back of the building and there was no contract with the Council to remove ‘business waste.’ Discussion took place as to what could or should be done to address this problem but no decision was made. Both Mr. Breen and Mr Vetch feel there must be an injection of urgency and contact should be made with Julian Smith MP to help with this. Mr. Clarke offered to call in Motcolme Estates whose premises are in the home counties as he visits this part of the country on a regular basis.
4.8 Yorkshire Water - Receipt of plans of route of new water main. (ref: 7103) – Councillors made aware these are now held by the Clerk. The meeting was then informed that Mr. john Hart, Swarthghyll was suggesting that whilst this trench was being dug a fibre optic cable could be laid from Buckden to 

Oughtershaw. There is already a conduit from Kettlewell to Buckden which could have a cable fed through to link in. This would then give Parishioners very fast broadband without any overhead signalling. This item to be followed up by Mr. Breen.
4.9 Village Green cutting. (ref: 7035, 7057, 7068, 7070, 7110, 7121) – After discussion it was decided to continue to use Horton Landscaping. Clerk to make arrangements.

Mr. Schofield invited CC Mrs S. Marshall to present her report.
● Mrs. Marshall asked we support the petition to abolish VAT on Air ambulance fuel.
● Mrs Marshall had attended a lunch at Kettlewell Sch. which is part of the ‘sustainability project’, Elderly residents of Kettlewell had also attended and a good time was had by all.

● In the Conservative manifesto there was an item of allowing wind turbines on remote farmsteads. Julian Smith MP had been contacted about this item, as there was nothing to stop wind farms.
● Council were reminded about the Meeting about superfast broadband and those not having registered to show an interest were encouraged to go as costings would increase with time.

Mr. Schofield thanked Mrs Marshall and invited DC Mr. J. Roberts to present his report.

● Mr. Roberts reported that there was still a problem with Café Nero as although they were under notice for closure, they had appealed and continued to trade.

● The wind farm at Chelker was to be taken down as it was no longer in use.  This had been part of the original planning permission in that if it no longer was in operation, then it had to be taken down.

● Planning permission had been granted to erect 57 houses, 22 of which would be ‘sffordable houses’ on the old Council Offices site on Granville St.
