CC Mrs S. Marshall reported that the Winter Maintenance now put both the road 
up past Cray and Kidstones Pass were both Category 1. This means that both 
roads will be treated at dusk and before 8.00am when snow is forecast.

Mrs. Marshall also reported that although the Little Red Bus had stopped 
running, it had started again and was being operated out of Bentham.

CC Mr. J. Roberts informed the Meeting that following the recent elections, the 
outgoing controlling party had said there was a £500,000 surplus. Following an 
audit, this figure was in fact a £750,000 deficit. Plans were in hand now to help 
overcome this problem.

Mr. Roberts informed the Meeting that a ‘Growth Plan’ had been discussed 
which would have made Skipton a satellite of Leeds, this had been rejected.


He also said there was a new Chief Executive called Mr. Paul Shevill.

Mr. Roberts also talked about ‘turbines’ being introduced in local villages. Mr.
