Parishioner Mrs. G. Wilkes asked the Chairman about the ‘problems’ at Greenfield 
and whether he could help sort them out with George Hays. He agreed there had been 
deliberate damage done to the verges but said the tyre markings showed a commercial 
vehicle had caused them and not one owned by Mr. G. Falshaw. Although Mr. Schofield 
had discussed this matter with all party’s they had all denied causing the damage. This  
dispute had been going on for over 2 years. As a Council we were unable to settle this 
matter. It would have to be resolved by a Meeting between the concerned parties.
