Minutes of the previous Meeting.

The Minutes of the September Meeting were accepted as a true record. This was proposed by Mr. G. Schofield and seconded by Mr. P. Breen.

Declaration of Interests.

No Councillor declared any pecuniary interest in any item on the agenda when invited. The result of which may have made a difference in the outcome as decisions or recommendations are being made.

Matters arising.
4.1
Address by PCSO Gary Battisson. (ref: 7534) Mr. Battisson was accompanied by PC Richard Sutcliffe. He reported that there had been four incidents in our area since July. One had been a road traffic accident and three had been minor incidents such as people getting lost on the hills.

When the public were asked if they had any issues to raise. Speeding he was told was a major issue through the village, especially motor bikes early on a Sunday morning. He said that although speeding was seen to be a problem, this was not always the case and it was often wrong perception. There was a speed gun at Grassington and  they would check it out. One of the problems was that there had been an article in ‘Motor Cycle News’ that had highlighted the fact that the A65 always was frequently patrolled by ‘plain cars’ so care must always be taken to avoid speeding tickets. This is why there was an influx of cycles on minor roads. A parishioner reiterated that cycles went through the lower end of the village at near reckless speeds.
PCSO Battisson sent posters advertising the National Non-Emergency Number: 101, which are now displayed.

Ownership of land in front of the Buck Inn, Buckden. (ref: 7460, 7493, 7504, 7525, 7530,7526) –   The area of land in front of the Buck Inn had previously been ‘Village land’, but some years ago the landlord had tarmaced the area and started to use it as parking for the pub. The Council at the time had not objected and in time it had been incorporated into the pubs deeds.  This remained the position and the current Council were satisfied to draw a line under this item.

Mr. Schofield invited Mr. Roberts to make his report.

DC Mr. Roberts reported that the King’s Head in Kettlewell was now closed and any assets in the building had been taken by Jackson’s (Cracoe) to offset monies owed. 

He reported that he as the chairman of the Crime & Disorder Committee said the police were contemplating moving the operation for their car division to Harrogate away from Skipton. This would obviously cause problems should there be any need for fast response in the area if all police cars were dealing with an incident on the A1.
He reported that CDC’s Overview & Scrutiny Committee had carried out a review of the car parking facilities in the area. It had highlighted the fact that the car park at Gargrave which was used primarily by visitors had had a large amount of money recently upgrading it but was currently offered free parking. A Councillor pointed out to Mr. Roberts that disabled parking in Skipton was poor and Mr. Roberts asked that this be pointed out to the Committee. Clerk to respond.

Budget saving was in place for introduction in the New Year.

High speed internet connection in the area was going to be available in the very near future.

He had a meeting planned with the Chair of the National Park as he felt some of the restrictions on some properties were now out of date and needed repealing.
There had been an Open Day at Threshfield Quarry which had been very interesting seeing some ‘starter’ projects thriving. Part of the quarry was being allowed to return to nature.

Netherside School was now empty and had been boarded up. It had not been decided what to do with the property but as it had been a source of employment it was hoped it would remain so in the future.
