Mrs. S. Marshall has visited those affected by the flooding at Buckden Court, to see for herself the site of the problems. She then had a meeting with the Highways Manager in Skipton to report on her visit. Andy Mellor said he would visit the site to assess what is needed to be done to alleviate the problem.
CC Mrs. SM has contacted a Parishioner but there is an ongoing problem with debris getting into the grates and the rain water overflowing.

Low Greenfield Verges – letter from Mr. A. Rogerson. (ref: 8329)

This item was discussed and it was decided that if the pot hole on the crest of the hill on the left on the road to Low Greenfield  after the metal gate was repaired, the whole situation would be improved. The Meeting was advised that if this could be included with other work, there was more chance of the work being expedited. This being the case, the Meeting was advised there were pot holes on the road by the Old Barn on the High Greenfield road and also the road condition outside Oughtershaw Hall was extremely poor if not dangerous.

Councillors Report.


Mr. Scofield invited CC Mrs Marshall for her report:

· Mrs Marshall reported there had been quite a lot of cattle rustling and advised parishioners to join Country Watch. This organisation had been started by Will Scarlett a farmer in Scarborough and was proving to be very effective. The Police were very pro-active.

· The National Park progressing at no great pace but there was a Policy Development Plan due for publication.

· Properties for ‘local occupancy’ were not selling and it was felt too high a price was being asked. How can younger people be attracted to the Dales if the prices were too high?
Mr. Schofield thanked Mrs Marshall and invited DC Mr Roberts for his report:
· Overall CDC accepted that there have got to be cuts but not at the depth proposed. The one route that is proposed for closure is the Ilkley – Grassington bus which CDC opposes. Councillors were happy that the ‘Estate Bus’ around Skipton is replaced by ‘Dial a Ride.’

· The TdeF is getting more of a priority and the definitive route will be announced on 23rd October.

· The closure and demolition of the Care Home at Aynham Close has been confirmed. The old buildings will be replaced by 8 units.

· There appears to be no one really interested in Netherside Hall School and it remains empty.

· ‘Locals’ are delighted that Kettlewell Garage has changed hands and continues as a garage. This was important from the sustainability angle.

· The CDC brown bin collection has gone very well indeed and will give a decent income flow for next year’s budget.

· Councillors are concerned at the state of the Market in Skipton and particularly the parking of lorries and vans along the High Street.

· There are two items on the Planning Committee Agenda that affected this area. Firstly an application by Long Ashes to build timber lodges, but a less number than originally approved and secondly a recommendation to place an enforcement order on Grassington House Hotel to remove an exhaust fan.
