4.5 Report from Mr. G Schofield re: eroding of edges of slip of land behind Buckden House. The C.C.s said if an approach to the Highway Dept. plastic posts could be erected but the Council felt this was not necessary. A reassessment was to be made in the Spring, the area in the meantime is to be monitored but as the corner is well used since the @Chapel’ became used for letting creating car parking problems.  
4.6 Road surface at entrance and exit to NP car park – Clerk. The area by the entrance to the car park is in poor repair. When the back lane from the shop past the Institute alongside the pub car park was resurfaced the Clerk spoke with the engineer. The Clerk was informed there was a problem in the NP car park in that coaches on leaving the car park occasionally caught their ‘back ends’ which would necessitate the chamfering of this surface. When a price and an opportunity was agreed between Highways and the NP, both jobs would be undertaken.
4.7 YDNPA – Hubberholme Conservation Area: Character Appraisal Review.

(ref: 5749) – Concern was made by Councillors as to the poor condition of the posts at the roadside both by the George Inn and on the other side of the river opposite Church Farm. Clerk to contact YDNPA to this effect.

County Councillors report.
C.C. Mrs S. Marshall enquired about the Hubberholme Conservation area document to ensure all interested parties would receive a copy, this was confirmed. 

Mrs Marshall had receive a document detailing the envisaged quantities of salt & sand that was to be delivered for the roads plus the frequency of ploughing in the winter – this will be forwarded for BPC to discuss.

Mr. Scofield thanked C.C. Mrs. Marshall and invited C.C. Mr J Roberts for his report.

Mr. Roberts reported that the Council were having problems with YDNP issuing their section 106 notices. This restricts property sellers to sell properties for local occupancy. One problem was the sale of Amerdale House. Previously it received planning permission to be run as a restaurant with rooms. This has proved to be non-viable so the current owners have tried to sell the property as a family house. This they succeeded in doing to a family with children which would have helped to maintain the viability of the village school but YDNP have enforced the restriction so the sale falls through.
 A similar situation occurs where a local Trekking Centre  failed but because of the section 106 restrictions the vendors are finding it impossible to sell.
The old toilet block in Kettlewell has been sold by auction for £6500. there is planning permission to build a single storey retail unit.
Kettlewell Parish Council have a new Chairman and are looking for a new clerk.

When the new fortnightly refuse collection starts in January, parishioners will be able to put tins, glass and plastic waste in the blue bins. Bags will be used for the collection/disposal of waste paper.

Skyburn Quarry operated by Yorwaste as a land fill site has 3 years left before it will be full so there is concern as to where the Council is going to send items that have disposed of here. 

The CCTV system which is in operation in Skipton is not being paid for but is being monitored by the Police in Skipton. They will continue to do this for the next 2+ half years when CDC will take over this responsibility.

Following the announcement of the imminent retirement of Mr. David Curry MP, there will be a candidate chosen from a short list of four at Aireville Sch.. C.C. Mrs. Marshall is on the selection panel.
