Minutes of the previous Meeting.


The Minutes of the May Meeting were accepted as a true record. This was 
proposed by Mrs J. Deadman and seconded by Mr. C. Thornborrow.

Councillors expressed no interest in any item on the Agenda when asked.

Matters arising.


4.1
Mr. P. Katic has requested to address the Meeting on ‘A Proposal by the 
Otley Dry-Stone Walling Ass.’ Mr. Katic thanked the Council for being allowed to 
address them. He introduced Martin Smith and David Griffiths from the Otley 
Dry-Stone Walling Ass. 

Mr. Smith said he had worked with the NT and had helped build a square fold 
on Buckden Raikes and a fold on the other side of The Dalesway near 
Starbotton. He then introduced Mr. Griffiths who gave out leaflets (enclosed) 
detailing work he had built using stone folds in a more decorative way that 
could be utilised by the public. His work was now classed as a work of art as 
there were examples of his work in the Yorkshire Sculpture Park. What they 
wanted to do was build something as on the leaflets perhaps on the Village 
Green. 


This idea was not received very well by the Councillors so it was they suggested 
perhaps building something similar on nearby land. It was felt by the 
Councillors that this would need more discussion so the item was to be put on 
the Agenda at the July Meeting.

Mr. Schofield to report re: insurance for Mr. T. Salmon and green 
cutting. (ref: 5244) – Mr. Thornborrow spoke on behalf of Mr. Schofield.

County Councillors report


C.C. Mrs. Marshall said she had received a letter from Chris Craven detailing 
the projected road works for the coming year. This included the resurfacing of 
the road between Cracoe and Threshfield. The treating of the road from Cray 
over Kidstones is to be reclassified as all Category 1. This means it will all be 
treated as high priority.
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C.C. Mr. Roberts informed the Meeting that the Town Hall in Skipton is to be 
closed for modernisation for 2 years and the Enquiry Office in the Town Hall is 
to be moved temporarily to a ‘hire shop’ on the High Street. Parking would 
become a problem as spaces behind the Town Hall would be lost.


He also reported that the Police were aware of the problems caused by 
motorbikes driving up the Dales at weekends. They were going to monitor this 
and take appropriate action.


The National Parks were looking into the economic effects that second homes 
have on the Dales communities and they were considering increasing Council 
Tax to 130%
