She hoped the Council could put pressure on the National Park to reroute the walk to come down the road from Beckermonds and due to the enormous footfall the potential damage will be beyond repair. She gave the Clerk details of the organiser, Andrew Hastings – Andrew@wildfoxevents.com. (01567 820409) 
Council were advised that Michael Briggs was the Area Ranger from Covend for the |National Park.
The Clerk spoke to Michael Briggs who advised in fact it was Mark Almond who was the overall person in charge for the National Trust, Michael Briggs was only in charge over this area. He appreciated that there would be damage if the weather was bad the organisers would reroute the walk down the road if the conditions necessitated this. As this is a public right of way there is nothing that can be done but any damage would be made good.

Clerk advised Mrs. Harrison who said this was all well and good, the repair would be with the use of quarry bottoms and this was not what was wanted. She accepted the situation and thanked the Clerk.
