Councillors Report.
5.1 Mr Schofield invited CC Mrs S Marshall for her report.


Mrs Marshall thanked Ms Peters and informed the Meeting that there is to be a Press Release which will help business’s formulate a ‘Business Plan.’ This will be circulated as an attachment.

Mrs Marshall is on the NHS Scrutiny Committee and she discovered that there has never been a Health Plan for the Elderly in Craven. This is now to be addressed by a Meeting next Friday in Skipton. There is great emphasis to promote ‘telemedicine.’ There are going to be initial problems for the elderly so they can access an internet connection to carry out a consultation. 

The initial consultation will be a face to face meeting, with subsequent meetings being over the internet (Skype) thus cutting down transport problems. There will be support in the community to aid this being introduced locally. This has been set up at Pannel Village Hall, Harrogate.
Mr. Schofield thanked Mrs Marshall and invited Mr Roberts for his report.

Mr Roberts displayed his new 1pad2 as supplied by CDC advising all Councillors that this was going to be the future and in time all would be issued with them.
He advised that CDC were to face problems in the future when there were to be financial cut backs which was more than likely to mean redundancies.

A new way to improve ‘income streams’ was reclassifying garage sites to allow four Council homes to be build which would generate rental income.

New shops were now opening around the Town Hall and there is likely to be a multi-storey car park built which would contain shops.

The planning application from Sainsbury’s had been turned down.

Kettlewell Youth Hostel was to be closed down which would be a blow to local businesses as this would mean a reduction in foot traffic. The Post Office would remain on its present position for the moment but by law there must be a Post Office provided in the area due to distances to Hawes and Grassington.

On the 5th May there was to be an Ale & Wool Festival under the auspices of the Parish Council. This was to raise monies to purchase a field near the playground as a legacy of the TdeF.

An application to erect a turbine at Fleet had received approval.

The Kings Head was opening in Kettlewell which might help tourism.
