The Council thanked Mrs. G. Wilkes 
in her husbands absence for the work he had done refurbishing the seat from the Cray 
Road site. It was felt there were now too many seats on the Green so one was to be taken 
up to the Cray Road site whilst the new one was made. When this was made this seat was 
to be taken down to join the seat on the riverside at Hubberholme. The ‘new seat’ on the 
Cray Road site would be secured. All these expenses would be incurred by Mr. Lusted.
