Minutes of the previous Meeting.

2.1

‘Dog Poo Bin.’ Meeting with Mary Vickers to ascertain its position. Following a meeting with the dog warden and the Clerk with a parishioner the position for the bin was decided to beplaced on a pole on the roadside by the wall on the Buckden/Hubberholme link. Here it would be visible to walkers from both directions and also affording the refuse men easy access for emptying.

Up date on developments at Kettlewell School. (ref: 6399, 6410) – Following a Meeting in Kettlewell, there had been a unanimous vote to support the raising of funds to help finance ‘Federation.’ This would allow for the continuation and advancement of the education of the children at Kettlewell School by this provision thus maintaining KS1 and KS2 educational provision at the Kettlewell School site.
4.5 Payment made to Mr. S. Close. (ref: 6379) – noted.
4.6 Report on wall/tree in The Buck Inn car park, correspondence from Mr. T. Newman. (ref: 6416, 6427, 6453) – The Clerk arranged a meeting with Ross Cannon, Trees & Woodlands Officer YDNPA. RC examined the sycamore and although the trunk was in two, it did not present any problems. The Caretaker at The Buck Inn said that following the collapse of the adjacent wall he had contacted Criterion, the pub owners. They had had a survey carried out and were very concerned about various aspects but until RC has seen this report, they were warned that any work carried out on the tree without his sanction could result in a £2000 fine. A report is to be submitted to RC who will keep BPC in touch with developments. 
4.7 Report on tree under bridge and bridge structure. (Clerk) – This has now been removed, Clerk has been in touch with Northallerton and was advised Stuart Cracknell was dealing with the repair to cracking to the bridge and would be contacting BPC in the New Year.

County Councillors report.

Mr. Schofield invited the Councillors for their report. 

CC Mrs S. Marshall informed the PCs the importance of completing the 2011 Census Forms as it is from these that Central Govt. makes grants and other monies/facilities available to Parishioners. 

Following the Governments reductions in monies to local authorities ( £32 million), mobile libraries would stop running from next April. Bus passes for the elderly were being maintained and special dispensation had been obtained for parishioners travelling from Buckden as this allowance under normal circumstances does not come into effect until 9.00am; the bus leaves before this time. 

CC. Mrs. S. Marshal advised that the North Yorkshire website was the best for weather maps.

Kettlewell School was discussed. Federation appeared to be the best way forward to maintain the viability of the school. Initially the governors from both Kettlewell and Threshfield had to agree a policy which it was felt they could, given help. Grassington to be shown the benefits too as this would help. The head teacher, Mrs. Leslie Taylor would be the head of both schools and teachers from upper Wharfedale would assist with the teaching duties. The funding for Grassington is in place.

Mr. Schofield thanked CC. Mrs. S. Marshall and invited CC Mr. J. Roberts for his report.

CC Mr. J. Roberts said he had very little to report only that a planning application had been received for the bowling green land behind the Town Hall. This had been turned down. Parish Councillors objected to any alterations in use for this land.
