Mrs Marshall said that pressure is being put on everyone to help to reduce 
pollution. This is causing financial problems as it is to cost the county £16 
million this year and £18 million next. A reduction could be made by the 
introduction of an incinerator which would produce methane gas which could 
then be sold.

Ms. A. Peters said that when she took her plastic waste down to the recycling 
bins in Skipton these tended to be full and overflowing.
