4.1
Request by Rev. P. Yorkstone to address Council re: upkeep of Church graveyard. (ref: 5482) – Mr. Schofield welcomed Rev. P. Yorkstone and invited him to address the Council.

Rev. Yorkstone initially wanted to clear up some possible misconceptions. The funding for the running of St. Michael’s and All Angels is funded by this church, no outside help from Government funding is available. Income is approximately 

£10,000pa and the cost for the cutting of the graveyard is £715pa. For someone being buried in Skipton the cost is £1450 whereas the cost of a burial at Hubberholme is £190. After discussion the vicar said the churchyard would continue to be cut even if the Council did not help towards its costing. Council were informed that part of the churchyard may be turned over to a ‘wildlife sanctuary.’ The Chairman asked if other Parish Councils contributed to the upkeep of their respective churchyards. Council were informed that although no other Council contributed towards the upkeep of the churchyard, Kettlewell Council paid towards the upkeep of the church clock. The upkeep of the churchyard could be handed over to the Local Authority but if that happened, 
the community through the church would not be able to determine frequency nor standard of its upkeep and the Church Council did not want this. The vicar was thanked for putting forward his views and he and the two members of the public left the Institute. 

Councillors then discussed what Rev. Yorkstone had requested. Some felt that some Parishioners may not feel too pleased about contributing to ‘church funds’ when they had no interest nor use of the church. The use of sheep grazing in the churchyard was suggested but they would eat the flowers put as a memory on graves and they could also knock over some headstones.
Councillors felt a contribution should be made, as a one off payment of £200, to be reassessed in 12 months time. The church could start a fund called ‘Churchyard Upkeep Fund’ or something similar, then Parishioners and visitors could help to offset this costing. It was also suggested that something on this line could be put on the Buckden website.
