A Councillor having examined these results said that they only really showed a 3-5mph excess speed. Although this does not sound excessive a great deal of harm can by caused by this extra speed. 
4.5 Councillors asked the CC if a matrix displaying speed would possibly slow traffic coming through the Village or the possibility of having the occasional Policeman here with a speed gun. As the number of motor bikers coming through the Village, especially at weekends, had increased, if they, being a close fraternity saw a Policeman with a radar gun would quickly disseminate this information to fellow cyclists and thus slow their passage through the Village. A CC said that advice from the Police would be sought.
