Councillors Report.

Ms. Peters asked Mr. Roberts for his report:

Mr. Roberts thanked Ms. Peters and reported that a group had been formed called The Upper Wharfedale TdeF Committee. It is chaired by John Dean, who is the Chair of Threshfield PC. It is meeting every 4 – 6 weeks, the next Meeting being 11th September at 1930hrs in Threshfield Institute. It is made up of the YDNP, Welcome Yorkshire, NYCC Highways, CDC. Reps From Grassington, Linton, Kettlewell, Kilnsey with Conistone Threshfield PCs. Long Ashes and businesses along the route eg Kilnsey Trout Farm, The Rugby Club and Grassington Festival etc.. BPC is to be asked if a representative would like to attend prior to this next Meeting.
Planning Committee – Town Head Farm, Grassington the retro planning application is causing concern amongst local residents. Damage is being caused by the increase of farm vehicles to Ings Lane and Wood Lane. The good point is the Farm is processing a lot of locally produced milk and providing employment for 50 local people.

David Butterworth, YDNP, has been trying to obtain funding for Upper Wharfedale School.

CDC have commenced with the charge for collection of brown bin contents. These will now cost £24 per year for collection. Composting bins are available from CDC.
Countrywatch which is a type of Rural Farm Watch is being introduced. Contact with this for reporting rural crime will be by texting to help the Police in the Skipton/Settle area.

It had been suggested that ‘Tourism’ had increased in the Dales by The Craven Herald. On checking with the National Parks for an increased usage of the car park, it was discovered that tourism was only on the level prior to the recession.

Mr. Robert was asked about the outcome of the enquiry concerning Long Ashes Caravan Site at Threshfield.
