NYCC - Library Report. (ref: 6692). emails from CC Mrs. S. Marshall & CC Mr J. Roberts concerning report. ref: 6698 & 6699) Both County Councillors question the proposals put forward in the report. The prime reason for this is that outlying villages and hamlets will be disenfranchised if the super Mobile is introduced. There are going to be further Meetings so more information will be available at the next Meeting.

Councillors Report.

Ms. Peters invited the two County Councillors to make their reports.

C>C. Mrs S. Marshall thanked Ms. Peters and proceeded with her report. The Council needed £6m to resolve the problems with the roads following the severe weather we have had over the winter period. Another £2m was required for smaller road works; all this money has been promised. The council were preparing a list of envisaged work but this was not available yet.

New procedures and recommendations were being written for planning applications but these again were not available yet.

The Parish plan had been approved and the Localism Bill was passing through Parliament.

Digitalisation for television broadcasts was coming to the area and there is free help to those people over 75.

Ms. Peters thanked C.C. Mrs. S. Marshall and invited C.C. Mr. J. Roberts for his report.

C.C. Mr. J. Roberts reported that the National Parks were very interested in the contents of the Localism Bill that Mrs. Marshall had referred to.

There were problems with the Elsey Croft planning application as the Planning Committee had turned the application down but the developers were to appeal. If this application went through it could affect the last green field site in the town.
The Council were due to move into their new Belle Vue offices in September.

With the imminent closure of the Westgate Stores in which the Post Office is situated, there is a problem as to where to resite the Post Office. Nothing concrete had been decided but there were some ideas.

Monies for high speed had been made available but the County Council were dragging their feet and the local MP Mr. Julian Smith was not very happy about this.
