The state of the small grassed area at the top of Seal Bank was discussed as the contractor’s tractors are destroying this. The signage outside Heber farm was felt to be too numerous and confusing, Mr. Schofield asked Mr. Berry for contact details and would resolve the problems.
5.
Councillors Report.


Mr. Schofield invited DC Mr. J. Roberts to present his report.
Mr. Roberts informed the Meeting that Café Nero was still open and Council were awaiting judgement prior to action.

The Town Hall needs £5m to bring it up to standard. To achieve this it was being considered putting it into trust so monies could be obtained from the Lottery Fund but the Roebuck Collection and a Shakespearean book held there plus the contents of the Museum must not be leant out nor sold nor broken up.

The planning enquires being challenged at Elsey Croft and Green Lane Glusburn had gone against the Council’s decision. 
Testing water supplies by Environmental Health readings was problematical as parishioners it was felt were getting little notice of there visit but were having to pay for this.

Three new wind turbines, taller than Blackpool Tower, were being planned for Brightenber Hill, Coniston Cold, behind John Henderson’s farm. This development would be subsidised through Government money. The application for the turbines at Chelker reservoir had been turned down.

The high speed broad band installation up the dale ha run into difficulty as the contractors had wanted to close the road on the bank holiday in August, a repeater station at Moor End Farm had not had had the approval of YDNPA but this was under discussion.

The Local development plan was to be effective after June 28th but this does not effect Buckden and is to deal with ‘Affordable Housing.’ 

The extension of to the north west of the National Park is not to go ahead until after a public enquiry.

CC Mrs S. Marshall although not at the Meeting had sent the following report:
    The National Planning Policy Framework 2012

The Government issued a comprehensive revision of national planning policy in March this year.  There had been a heated debate on a draft document last year.

The new National Planning Policy Framework is having an impact on how the National Park determine planning applications and formulate planning policy.

The NPPF puts a presumption in favour of sustainable at the heart of the English Planning System. It reconfirms that  the Government is still committed to a plan led system using locally prepared Development Plans to intervene where necessary to produce beneficial outcomes from new development. In doing so it reconfirms that decisions on planning applications should continue to be made in accordance with the Development Plan but only where that Plan is up to date and conforms with the general direction of the NPPF.

The issue for the YDNPA is whether the planning policies in the Yorkshire Dales Local Plan 2006, the Yorkshire Dales Minerals Plan 2012 and the soon to be adopted Yorkshire Dales Housing Plan are sufficiently up to date and in conformity with the NPPF. Where they are judged not to be in conformity then planning decisions are required to follow the content of the NPPF rather than the NP’s own Plans.

Fortunately most of the NP’s policies appear to have some degree of conformity with the NPPF, even though two of the plans are becoming somewhat elderly.

I have received a list of the NP policies and suggestions re the part of the NPPF against which they most closely conform.

Predictably there are shades of grey here and judgments will have to be made against teh wording and intent of NP policy versus the intent and wording of the NPPF.  IT is very likely

For example that future refusals of permission by the NPA could be challenged at appeal on the grounds of the NP judgement against the NPPF.

The National Park has begun work on a new local plan for the NP which will be prepared in general conformity with the NPPF and which will provide appropriate new or revised planning policies to guide development. The Plan will however, take several years to reach adoption.

I hope this brief will raise awareness about the NPPF and the issue of conformity with the NP Local Plan policies for future use by planning officers, members, applicants and consultees.

Meanwhile the former PPGs (Planning Policy Guidelines) I think there used to be about 12 or 13 off them have been condensed into a document of 30 pages.
