·       Ms. A. Peters informed Council she had spoken to the Doubtfires’ at Heber Cottage as to the arrangements re: putting a chain across the lane from their house to Buckden House wall. 

Mr. Harry Saville, YW had arranged for the ‘Emergency Water Bottles’ to be delivered to Buckden House on 1/2nd July. This would be covered by a tarpaulin. Mr. Stephen Barratt (OIC Buckden House) had given permission for this.

· Mr. G. Scofield informed the Meeting he had bought the requisite chain and would probably be buying the hooks/fasteners the next day. These would be given to Mr. F. Hardy so he could screw and fix the hooks/fasteners appropriately.

·      The grassed area in front of the School Room for Parishioners was next discussed and the Meeting was informed that this area was being let out to anyone for the day at the cost of £10 per person.

·       The commemorative tree in the ‘new’ grave yard at Hubberholme was discussed.  As this area is occasionally grazed, the tree gets eaten, this has happened twice. Ms. A. Peters said she would plant some bulbs in its place.

·        There is a wooden bench on the Village Green which is considered unsafe. It is dedicated to ‘Betty’ it is engraved on the top cross brace of the chair. Mr. P. Breen said he would remove this brace and the remaining wood would be disposed of.

· 12 x ‘No Vehicular Access’ signs to be ordered from Mr. K. Portman.

·       It was proposed that a ‘Thank you’ letter be sent to PBS, the contactors who have repaired Buckden Bridge as their workman had carried out the work in a very competent manner and had been very polite when Parishioners had asked them questions as to progress. Clerk to action.

·       Ms. A. Peters informed that her father Mr. J. Davies had had the bollards on the Village Green re-painted. Clerk to send ‘thank you’ letter.
·       Mr. C. Clark informed the Meeting that the road conditions at Fleet Moss and Low Greenfield were again in poor repair as some of the work previously carried out was breaking up. Mr. Clark to inform Mr. G. Beresford, this would be repaired.

·       Mr. G. Schofield enquired if any commercial unit had asked to use the quarry on the Cray road. When informed nothing was planned Clerk was asked to take this up with Yorkshire Dales Ice Cream.

·        The current situation at Oughtershaw is not very promising as work is not likely to be completed until the autumn.
