Mr. Schofield invited CC Mrs. S. Marshall to address the Meeting.


Mrs. Marshall thanked Mr. Schofield and informed the Meeting that Council Tax this year would be decreased by 3.94%. Applications were being looked for to take part in the ‘Uplands Stewardship’ as these were only trickling in. Mr. Schofield said he already took part in this when invited to join the scheme. There were attempts being made by the Council for Rural Advocates chaired by Stewart Burgess to increase the speed of ‘Broadband’ as this was seen as an area of ‘Social Deprivation’.

Mr. Schofield invited CC Mr. J. Roberts to address the Meeting.

Mr. Roberts thanked Mr. Schofield then apologised for the Financial mess that CDC were in but said this was due to the position that they had inherited from the previous administration. The precept this year had to be kept to 4.5% and if this was exceeded then HMG would take over the running of the Councils financial affairs. It would be a difficult year but plans were in place to succeed.

There were problems with the new Bus Station especially the disabled parking, this was being ‘sorted out.’

The Glusburn Appeal had been rejected where planning permission had been sought for the erection of 84 homes.

The wind turbines at Chelker were in debate where permission was being sought to erect 2 giant turbines instead of the 4 currently in use.

 YDNP had monies available from ‘Natural England to help with the costs for the restoration of ‘Field Barns.’

The symbol of the ‘Rams Head’ had been registered by the National Park. Although this symbol has been used for longer by other organisations, the current users were to be allowed to continue its use. 

Ian Mann from the NP is take a years leave to work with AMPA. There will be a replacement candidate during his leave of absence.
