YDNPA – Rights of Way Works In Buckden Parish. (ref: 5230) The letter 
was read out and Councillors thought the work being carried out at Horsehead 
Pass between Raisgill and Halton Gill was necessary. Similarly the work to be 
carried out on the Dales Way footpath south of the village. The Councillors 
thought the work to be carried out on Buckden Pike was a waste of money as 
now ‘The Right to roam’ is in force, why would walkers stick to the designated 
footpath? Considering the amount of money already spent, why was more 
money going the same way?

A Councillor noted that the slats on the bench at Hubberholme were 
rotten. Mrs. J. Deadman said she would assess the problem then discuss with 
Mr. G. Schofield to determine the best method of repair.

8.3
First Response Team. When the emergency services are contacted, they 
contact the team member on duty where appropriate. They are not keen that a 
team member has to drive distances as they feel with the increased adrenaline 
circulating, there is more likely there could be an accident and the emergency 
team would have to deal with two incidents.


8.4
Following Mr. J. Sayers retirement from the Parish Council, a letter of 
thanks was felt to be appropriate. Mr. G. Schofield asked the Clerk to write one 
for him to sign. Mr. Sayer would be given a bottle of Whisky and a plant for his 
garden.
