a) The planning Application for the house on Vicarage Field and Cowside were briefly mentioned.
b) Kettlewell to redeem the Old Beck to create a hydro-electric unit with an Archimedes Screw although there are problems as brown trout use the waters above the proposed site so there is ongoing communication with The Angling Club.

c) The Post office is a very important facility in the Village but as the OIC of the Youth Hostel where it is based is having his pay taxed but then has to claim this back, it has become an administrative muddle. The problem will hopefully be soon resolved.
d) A National Park Development Plan is to be published shortly.

e) On June 25th there is to be a Commemorative March in Skipton. The High Street is to be closed.

f) Following the elections, the Conservatives have control of CDC.

g) Belle Vue Mills, following an endorsement by NYCC, the buildings are to be converted for Council usage and should be suitable for occupation in April 2011.

h) The farmers are having problems with dogs fouling in Litton – worms from the faeces are being picked up by stock which then renders it useless.
