Councillors Report.

Both Councillors were absent but DC Mr. J. Roberts had emailed a few points he wished to be noted:
There is little happening at the moment at Craven District Council or the National Park, it’s really a settling – in period now the level of Staff has been stabilised. I would be grateful for anyone who experiences problems with CDC or the YDNP to let me know.

You will be aware that the application for a campsite in Kettlewell was refused by the YDNP Planning Committee. It was not a vote against camping but rather a vote against the particular field.

At CDC we have refused the latest application for 9 The High Street and the area behind the Town hall. It is all to do with the loss of parking spaces, for cars and coaches and the consequent loss of income.

You may be aware that the Registry Office is now at Belle Vue Square and the venue doubles as the CDC Council Chambers.

I notice that Café Nero and a Russian Tea Room are due to open on the High Street – I am not aware of any planning application yet. There are 16 empty shops in Skipton.

Further to your letter of the 8th November which was discussed along with the ‘involve’ – document from the Yorks. Ambulance Service, I would like your group to be aware of the following:

On September 15th at 11.10am a parishioner was travelling in her wheelchair down a ramp outside her back door. The wheelchair came off the ramp tipping the parishioner onto her face on another flagged ramp. Her nose was bleeding and there was a gash to her forehead where it had hit the ground. She had lost all feeling to her arms and legs. Her husband rang 999 for the ambulance. This arrived some time after, but the two operatives were a little unclear as to how to proceed. They quietly discussed the problem and put an additional blanket on the patient, one had already been placed there by her husband. After some time they decided to call for back up, reassurance was being given to the patient by her husband.

When the ‘back-up’ had not arrived for 45 minutes the patients husband asked what was happening and discovered that the back-up was stuck in Settle however another unit was coming from Grassington.

When these two operatives arrived they too were not very clear as to what to do, eventually deciding to get the Air Ambulance involved.

On the Air Ambulances teams arrival, the whole tenor of the situation changed. They knew exactly qwhat to do reassuring the patient and her husband. They blocked the patients head prior to placing her on a stretcher and transferring her to the helicopter parked on the Village Green opposite the house. They flew her to LGI where she had to pass through the resuscitation unit before the A&E department who treated the abrasion to her forehead. She was then transferred to the neuro-surgical unit.

The whole episode from the initial phone call to the admission to LGI had taken two and a half hours, the flight took seven minutes.
Is this an effective ambulance service for the Upper Dale?

Hope you can use this as leverage to improve the service for future patients in our area.
