Councillors Report.

Mr. Schofield invited the Councillors to present their reports:
CC Mrs. S. Marshall reported as follows: She had received the Winter Gritting Review and would forward this to the Clerk for discussion at the next Council Meeting.

The Post office in Litton is closing.
High speed broadband was now live in Kettlewell school, the planning APPLICATION FOR Upper Wharfedale is progressing. The need now is for LN Comms to promote themselves in Littondale to get people signed up as the submission of that planning application is imminent. 
The road between Kettlewell and Buckden had innumerable potholes. Area 5 (CDC) were addressing this. The holes were to be filled and then the whole road top-dressed next spring. Mrs Marshall was to determine the anticipated problems as there was talk of over night closure to the road which may cause problems to parishioners and visitors alike.
The pot holes on the Fleet Moss road were being filled this next week.

Mr. Schofield thanked Mrs Marshall and invited Mr. Roberts for his report.
DC Mr. J. Roberts reported that there was now a gold post box in Skipton by the Cock & Bottle celebrating the gold medal for archery won by Danielle Brown at the London Paralympic Games.

The Scrutiny Committee of CDC were looking into the anticipated transfer of police cars from Skipton to Harrogate. The reason for this being the distance they would have to travel if there was an emergency in this locality.

The Planning Committee had turned down an application to build wind turbines at Brightenber Hill.

The change over of ownership of Skipton Town Hall to a trust was progressing. By doing this the Trust would be able to approach outside bodies such as the Lottery Fund to help pay for maintenance and improvements which CDC could not do. (North West Heritage Trust)
CDC had been instructed to save £169,000 each year over the next 3 years which was causing a headache.

Visitor numbers were down to the area. This could be possibly due to the Olympics, a wet summer or a rise in fuel costs. This reduction though was causing problems to the tourist industry.
